· Clubs will begin September 22, 2008 and run for 8 sessions from 3:15 – 4:15.
· No clubs are held on half days, holidays, snow days or if school is dismissed early due to weather. Make-up days for unforeseen cancellations will be re-scheduled if possible, but this is not guaranteed 

· No refunds are given for students’ withdrawal or dismissal

· Parents are required to arrange pick-up for their children on time.

RULES AND PROCEDURES
At school dismissal, students participating in Clubs will assemble in the cafeteria with a monitor. The monitor will take attendance and remain with students until the instructor arrives.  Teachers are given a list of all students in their class who participate in Clubs and will direct those students to the cafeteria at dismissal.  

*Please also remind your child if he/she has a Club that day*

If your child is in school, but WILL NOT be attending his/her Club on a particular day, you MUST send a note to the teacher explaining the change for that day.  You MUST also send a note to the After School Club Monitor stating that your child will not be attending his/her Club. This is necessary to ensure the whereabouts and safety of your child and to save unnecessary phone calls to track down a child who is not accounted for.

*At the end of the session at 4:15, Club instructors will escort students to the front lobby,they will remain with the monitor until pick up.  Parents must enter the school and let one of the monitors know you are taking your child.    Please Be On Time, Dismissal Is Promptly At 4:15.   Excessive Tardiness (More Then TWICE) Will Result In Dismissal Of Your Child From The Club And The Fee Forfeited.
Students are required to respect the desks and property in the room in which Club is being held.  Clubs are for the enjoyment of your children and while we do not anticipate misbehavior, we reserve the right to dismiss a disruptive student from a Club.  Only ONE warning will be given.  After the one warning, the student will be dismissed and the Club fee will be forfeited. We thank you for your anticipated cooperation.
