Step 1:

Step 2:

Open Google Earth.  Type the town and state exactly like you see above into the “Fly To” tab. Note: No spaces between the town and the comma (,).  There is a space between the comma (,) and the state.
Step 3:
Zoom in and explore the town. Type 2-3 descriptive sentences on page 2 of the worksheet that describe the town. (Fingers must be on the home row keys!)
Step 4:

Slowly zoom out with your mouse until other places (blue squares) or cities (red dots) appear.  Name a city or town, or place close to the town. Put it in your paragraph.
Step 5: 
Zoom out even more so that you see the outlines of states.  Where is this town located in the state?  Is it located in the north, south, east, west or middle of the state? Is the town near the border of another state? 

Step 6:

Move onto the next town you circled on the list and repeat the process.
Sample (Uncertain, TX):
Uncertain, TX seems to be a small, rural town near a winding river. There are not many houses, or buildings, or roads in Uncertain, TX but there are a lot of trees.  There is a place called John’s Tea Room in Uncertain, TX.  Caddo Lake is the name of a town close to Uncertain.   Uncertain is located in the northeast part of TX, near the border of the State of Louisiana.
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
